intent and the resulting document shall not, solely as a matter of judicial construction, be

construed more severely against one of the parties than the other.

3.21 Amendments. No modification, amendment, or alteration in the terms or

conditions contained herein shall be effective unless contained in a written document prepared

with the same or similar formality as this Agreement and executed by each party hereto.

3.22 Waiver. The parties agree that each requirement, duty and obligation set

forth herein is substantial and important to the formation of this Agreement and, therefore, is a

material term hereof. Any party's failure to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be

deemed a waiver of such provision or modification of this Agreement unless the waiver is in

writing and signed by the party waiving such provision. A written waiver shall only be effective

as to the specific instance for which it is obtained and shall not be deemed a continuing or future

waiver.

3.23 Force Majeure. Neither party shall be obligated to perform any duty,

requirement or obligation under this Agreement if such performance is prevented by fire,

hurricane, earthquake, explosion, wars, sabotage, accident, flood, acts of God, strikes, or other

labor disputes, riot or civil commotions, or by reason of any other matter or condition beyond the

control of either party, and which cannot be overcome by reasonable diligence and without

unusual expense ("Force Majeure"). In no event shall a lack of funds on the part of either party

be deemed Force Majeure.

3.24 Survival. All representations and warranties made herein regarding

indemnification obligations, obligations to reimburse SBBC, obligations to maintain and allow

inspection and audit of records and property, obligations to maintain the confidentiality of

records, reporting requirements, and obligations to return public funds shall survive the

termination of this Agreement.

3.25 Authority. Each person signing this Agreement on behalf of either party

individually warrants that he or she has full legal power to execute this Agreement on behalf of

the party for whom he or she is signing, and to bind and obligate such party with respect to all

provisions contained in this Agreement.

This 
amendment would allow the City to designate an outside agent to take over the 
entire administration of this annual program and also reduce the fee the City 
charges for the annual test.  It would also correct an error contained in an 
organization’s name.

 WHEREAS, City Staff periodically reviews its Code of Ordinances and makes 14

Section 2: Section 20-98 of the Code of Ordinances is amended as follows: 25 

Sec. 20-98. Protection of public water system required. 26 
 27 
All customers receiving potable water service from a utility owned by the City of Wilton 28 
Manors shall be required to have installed, at their expense, assemblies or methods to protect 29 
the public potable water system from back-flow. Installations shall take place as notified by the 30 
director.  31 
 32 
For customers not deemed to fall under the requirements of section 20-47, the following 33 
procedures shall apply:  34 
 35 
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(1) Single-family residential customers shall be required to have dual check valves 1 
installed, unless otherwise determined by the director.  2 

 3 
(2) All other customers shall be required to have installed a back-flow prevention assembly 4 

of a type determined by the director.  5 
 6 

(3) Dual check valves must comply with American Society of Sanitary Engineers American 7 
Society of Sanitary Engineering Specification 1024, and be approved by the director.  8 

 9 
Section 3: Section 20-99 of the Code of Ordinances is amended as follows: 10 

Sec. 20-99. Customer's responsibilities. 11 
 12 

(a) All customers shall be charged on the basis of parts and assembly cost, plus 13 
administrative overhead cost, plus labor cost for all assemblies installed and other 14 
plumbing work necessary to control cross-connections in the customer's system.  15 

 16 
(b) The customer's system shall be open to authorized representatives of the utilities 17 

department during reasonable hours to facilitate the implementation of the cross-18 
connection control and back-flow prevention program, for inspections pursuant to that 19 
program, and to determine if violations of this article exist which might present a hazard 20 
to the public potable water system.  21 

 22 
(c) It shall be the duty of the customer-user at any premise where back-flow prevention 23 

assemblies are installed to have certified inspections and operational tests made at least 24 
once per year. In those instances where the director of public services or his designee 25 
deems the hazard to be great enough he may require certified inspections at more 26 
frequent intervals. These inspections and tests shall be at the expense of the water user. 27 
It shall be the duty of the director of public services or his designee to ensure that these 28 
tests are made in a timely manner, fee to be fifty dollars ($50.00) twenty five ($25.00) 29 
for annual test of device. These assemblies shall be repaired, overhauled or replaced at 30 
the expense of the customer-user whenever such assemblies are found to be defective. 31 
Records of such tests, repairs and overhaul shall be kept and copies sent to City of 32 
Wilton Manors Utilities Department or designated agent.  33 

 34 
(d) Nothing herein shall relieve the consumer of the responsibility for conducting, or 35 

causing to be conducted, periodic surveys of water use practices on his premises to 36 
determine where there are actual or potential cross-connections in the consumer's water 37 
system through which contaminants or pollutants could flow back into a public water 38 
system or a consumer's potable water system. 39 

 40 
 Section 4: Codification.  It is the intention of the City Commission of the City 41 

of Wilton Manors, that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and made a part of 42 
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the Code of Ordinances of the City of Wilton Manors, Florida, and that the Sections of this 1 

Ordinance may be renumbered, re-lettered and the word "Ordinance" may be changed to 2 

"Section," "Article" or other word or phrase in order to accomplish such intention. 3 

 Section 5:  Conflicts.  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts 4 

thereof in conflict herewith, be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such 5 

conflict.

 Section 6: Severability.  Should any section, provision, paragraph, sentence, 7 

clause of word of this Ordinance or portion hereof be held or declared by any court of 8 

competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, in part or application, it shall be 9 

considered as eliminated and shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions or 10 

applications of this Ordinance.

(a) Subject: Motion to Approve Mickel Field Repurposing Project. 
 
(b) City Manager Recommendation: Recommend Approval. 
 
(c) Report In Brief:    Approval of this request authorizes City staff to pursue 
allocating resources to secure funding in the amount of $1,470,000 to complete 
the construction of new amenities at Mickel Field.  
 
(d) Discussion: The City Commission approved a Parks System Master Plan in 
2010. The Plan recommended that Mickel Field be reprogrammed to provide 
additional amenities. The current conditions of Mickel Field revealed the park is 
limited to serving only athletic uses and the current layout has a disconnect 
among the ball fields, playground, concession building and parking lot.  Other 
challenges include resident concern for park safety, limited shade areas, lack of 
continuous path or trail connecting the facilities, and the park’s aged outdated 
use. Mickel Field is more than 50 years old and has not been reprogrammed. 
 
The Parks System Master Plan also identified opportunities for successful 
repurposing, including: enhancing connectivity of residents to the park; the park’s 
adequate open space to expand desirable recreational amenities; the addition of 
a walking trail that connects all recreational activities; and the expansion of tree 
canopy using the Broward County Tree Trust Program. 
 
City staff reached out to the community to participate in a focus group, which 
attracted members from all areas within the City. City staff facilitated a series of 
meetings beginning July 24, 2013 to identify the most desired amenities. The 
focus group participants worked diligently with City staff and determined that the 
most essential amenities desired included: a walking trail around the entire park, 
pavilion shelter with concert performance area, permitting a pet friendly park, 
expanding and renovating the existing building, outdoor fitness equipment, 
volleyball, playground, baseball, and softball. Additionally, City staff developed a 
City-wide survey and facilitated discussions during meetings with the Westside 
Association of Wilton Manors, Recreation Advisory Board, City Commission and 



at a joint workshop with City Commission and Mickel Field Repurposing Focus 
Group.  
 
City staff worked with a consultant to develop a Park Site Master Plan, which is 
attached to this report. Additionally, City staff met with a construction firm 
estimator to provide an estimate for constructing and renovating Mickel Park. The 
estimate construction costs were initially $2,085,575. However, after further 
discussions, it was determined to reduce the scope of the project, which is now 
estimated at $1,433,593. Costs of borrowing money would increase the project to 
approximately $1,470,000.  Certain items were eliminated from the scope such 
as field renovation, racquetball courts and lighting, new playground, storage and 
sculpture with fountain.  
 
The Finance Director evaluated appropriate funding strategies and recommends 
utilizing $200,000 from General Fund, $200,000 from Water & Sewer Fund, 
$270,000 from Impact Fees, a Bank Loan of $744,200 and $55,835.50 from 
Recreation Trails Program grant. Any additional alternative funding would reduce 
the amount required from the Bank Loan or other funding sources.  
 
The benefit of this project is estimated as much as $13 return for every dollar 
invested, which is expected to be more than $18,636,709. This project may prove 
to be a renaissance to revitalize the west area of the City. The communitywide 
benefits of parks and recreation include areas of economic prosperity, 
environmental sustainability and alleviating social challenges.    
 
(e) Strategic Plan Consistency: Repurposing Mickel Field supports Goal 1, 
Sustainable Urban Village; Objective 3: Livable Neighborhoods Integrating 
Commercial and Residential and Goal 6, Quality City Services Valued by our 
Citizens; Objective 4: Well Maintained City Facilities and Infrastructure, and 
Objective 5: Services Provided in the Most Cost-Effective Manner

Defendant Dawn Mary Carbonetto was served on May 27, 2014.  Gilles Chantal in 
process of being served in Quebec.  Upon receipt of payment from the City for 
service on Gilles, the process servers will forward the documents to a bailiff in 
Canada who will attempt service on Gilles Chantal.  This process takes 
approximately 2-3 weeks.  Once this occurs, we will either effectuate service, or if 
unable to, we can serve by publication unless we receive confirmation that he is 
deceased.  If it is confirmed that he is deceased, a Guardian ad Litem will need to be 
appointed.  Notice of Appearance and Motion for Enlargement of Time to Respond 
to Complaint filed on behalf of Carbonetto on June 13, 2014.  Attorneys fees, 
$2,651.50 and costs, $2,154.20, billed to date.

US Bank NA as Legal Title Trustee for Truman 2012 SC2 Title Trust:  Verified 
Complaint filed on May 27, 2015 and served on June 5, 2014.  Disclaimer filed (lien 
released). 

 
 

III. Litigation – Police Department – Civil Forfeitures/Seizures 
 

A) Wilton Manors v. Thomas S. Berman (100629):  On August 10, 2010, the Police 
Department seized a 2005 GMC Pickup and $10,460.00 in currency from Thomas 
Berman following his narcotics arrest and a search of his vehicle and Fort 
Lauderdale residence.  A Petition for Judgment of Forfeiture has been filed in the 
Circuit Court for Broward County and the Circuit Court has found that the City has 
probable cause to proceed with the forfeiture of the vehicle and 
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currency.  The matter is currently being litigated. Agreed Order re Claimant’s 
Motion to Stay or Abate was entered by the Court on March 24, 2011, in Case 
No.10-034903(04).  The status of the criminal case is that Mr. Berman has pleaded 
not guilty and discovery is proceeding.  The Judge has disqualified herself from 
presiding over the criminal case.  The Clerk has been directed to reassign another 
Circuit Judge to the criminal case.  A status hearing was held in the Circuit Court 
case on July 16, 2013.  The Judge requested counsel to set this case for a status 
conference after the Motion to Suppress has been held in the criminal matter.  We 
will advise when a date for this conference has been scheduled.  Re-Notice of 
Hearing on Motion to Suppress Physical Evidence set for November 14, 2013.  
Awaiting Order.
