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INDEPENDENT AUDITORS’ REPORT

We have audited the accompanying statements of fiduciary net position of City of Wilton
Manors Volunteer Firefighters Retirement System (“Plan”) which are comprised of the
statement of fiduciary net position as of September 30, 2014, and the related statements of changes
in fiduciary net position for the years then ended and the related notes to the financial statements.
The statements of the Plan as of September 30, 2013, were audited by other auditors whose report
dated March 4, 2014 expressed an unmodified opinion on those statements.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Plan management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America; this includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to
the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditors’ Responsibility
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our

audits. We conducted our audits in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
the  United  States  of  America.  Those  standards  require  that  we  plan  and  perform the  audit  to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditors'
judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial
statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor
considers internal control relevant to the entity's preparation and fair presentation of the
financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the
circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the
entity's internal control. Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit also includes
evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of
significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of the financial statements.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a
basis for our audit opinion.
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Opinion

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material
respects, the fiduciary net position of the City of Wilton Manors Volunteer Firefighters
Retirement System as of September 30, 2014, and the changes in its fiduciary net position
for the years then ended in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America.

Required Supplementary Information

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that
management's discussion and analysis be presented to supplement the basic financial
statements. Additionally, supplemental schedules of funding progress and schedule of
contributions from the employer and other contributors, which show historical pension
information, are presented. Such information, although not a part of the basic financial
statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board, which considers
it to be an essential part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in
an appropriate operational, economic or historical context. We have applied certain limited
procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing
standards generally accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries
of management about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the
information for consistency with management's responses to our inquiries, the basic
financial statements and other knowledge we obtained during our audits of the basic
financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the
information in management's discussion and analysis or the supplemental schedules, the
schedule of investment returns or the schedule of changes in the employer’s net pension
liability and related ratios or the schedule of contributions from the employer and other
contributors because the limited procedures we performed did not provide us with
sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance on them.

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MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

This section of the annual financial report presents the Management Discussion and Analysis
(MD&A) of the City of Wilton Manors Volunteer Firefighters Retirement System’s (“Plan”)
financial performance. This analysis provides an overview of the financial activities and
funding conditions for fiscal year ended September 30, 2014. Please read it in conjunction
with the Plan’s financial statements, which immediately follow.

Financial highlights

The Plan’s net results from operations for fiscal year 2014 reflected the following financial
activities:

Total fiduciary net position was $1,454,962 , which was 18% lower than 2013
total fiduciary net position.
Total contributions were $162,399, which was 17% lower than the 2013
contributions.
Total interest and dividend earnings were $32,303, which was 2% lower than
the 2013 earnings.
Net investment income was $157,260, which was 30% greater than the 2013
income.
Total pension benefit payments were $73,671, which was 52% greater than
2013.

Overview of the financial statements

The financial section of this annual report consists of four parts: MD&A, the basic financial
statements, notes to the financial statements and other required supplemental information.

The financial statements provide both long-term and short-term information about the Plan’s
overall financial status. The financial statements also include notes that explain some of the
information in the financial statements and provide more detailed data. The statements are
followed by a section of other supplemental information that further explains and supports the
information in the financial statements.

The Plan’s financial statements are prepared in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). Under GAAP, revenues are
recognized in the period in which they are earned, expenses are recognized in the period in
which they are incurred and appreciation (depreciation) of assets is recognized in the
statement of changes in fiduciary net position. All assets and liabilities associated with the
operation of the Plan are included in the statement of fiduciary net position.

The statement of fiduciary net position reports fiduciary net position and how they have
changed. A fiduciary net position is the difference between the asset and any related
liabilities. It is one measurement of the financial health or current position of the Plan.
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The City of Wilton Manors Volunteer Firefighters Retirement System (the “System”) is a
single-employer defined benefit plan established by the City of Wilton Manors, Florida (the
“City”) pursuant to the provisions and requirements of Chapter 21 of the City of Wilton
Manors Code of Ordinances. Since the Plan is sponsored by the City, the Plan is included as a
pension trust fund in the City’s comprehensive annual financial report as part of the City’s
financial reporting entity.

Statement of Fiduciary Net Position

The following condensed statement of fiduciary net position is a snap shot of account
balances at the fiscal year end of the Plan. It reports the assets available for future payments
to  retirees  and  any  current  liabilities  that  are  owed  as  of  the  financial  statement  date.  The
resulting net asset value, or assets minus liabilities, represents the value of assets held in trust
for pension benefits.

The  Plan  continues  to  be  actuarially  sound  as  determined  by  the  actuary  of  the  Plan.  It  is
important to remember that retirement system funding is based on a long-term perspective
and that temporary ups and downs in the market are to be expected.

Fiduciary net position at September 30, 2014 was $1,454,962, an 18% decrease from
fiduciary net position at September 30, 2013.

Total investments at September 30, 2014 were $1,339,802 , an 18% increase from the
assets at September 30, 2013.

Statement of Changes in Fiduciary Net Position

The statement of changes in fiduciary net position presents the effect of pension plan
transactions that occurred during the fiscal year. On the statement, additions to the plan minus
deductions from the plan equal net increase or decrease in fiduciary net position.

The funding objective is to meet long-term obligations and fund all pension benefits.

Revenues (additions to the fiduciary net position) for the Plan were $319,659 which
was made up of state contributions of $162,399 plus a net investment income of
$157,260.
Expenses (deductions from the fiduciary net position) increased from $80,627 during
2013 to $101,160 in 2014.

Asset allocation

The table below indicates the Plan investment policy target and actual asset allocations as of
September 30, 2014:

Type of Investment Investment policy Actual allocation
Fixed income 25-50% 24%
International Equity 0-20% 12%
Domestic Equities 25-60%       60%
Cash and cash equivalents 0-20%       4%

The investment guidelines provide for the appropriate diversification of the portfolio.
Investments have been diversified to the extent practicable to control risk of loss resulting
from over-concentration of a specific maturity, issuer, instrument, dealer or bank through
which financial instruments are bought and sold.

The  Board  recognizes  that  some  risk  must  be  assumed  to  achieve  the  Plan’s  long-term
investment objectives. In establishing the risk tolerances, the Plan’s ability to withstand short
and intermediate term variability has been considered. However, the Plan’s financial
condition enables the Board to adopt long-term investment perspective.

Investment activities

Investment income is vital to the Plan for current and future financial stability. Therefore, the
Trustees have a fiduciary responsibility to act prudently when making plan investment
decisions. To assist the Board of Trustees in this area, the Board retains investment managers
who supervise and direct the investment of the assets. The Board also retains an investment
monitor to evaluate and report on quarterly basis compliance by the investment managers
with the investment policy of the Board and investment performance of the Plan. The
investment policy statement was last amended on June 2008.

The Board and its investment consultant review portfolio performance in compliance with the
investment policy statement quarterly. Performance is evaluated both individually by money
manager style and collectively by investment type and for the aggregate portfolio.
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Financial analysis summary

The investment activities for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2014 are a function of the
underlying market, money managers’ performance and the investment policy’s asset
allocation model. The Plan has consistently implemented a high quality, conservative
approach.

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(1) SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

. Concentration of credit risk -
Financial instruments that potentially expose the Plan to concentrations of credit risk, as

defined by FASB Codification 825-10-50-20, consist primarily of cash and cash equivalents,
marketable securities and employer contributions receivable and related income. The Plan
invests in marketable securities which, inherent in the fair market value determination, include
the risk factor of credit worthiness for each individual debt security.

. Income taxes -
The Plan is exempt from federal income taxes under the Internal Revenue Code and,

accordingly, no provision for federal income taxes has been made.

. Accounting estimates -
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting

principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amount of assets and liabilities and disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of
the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the period.
Actual results could differ from those estimates.

. Investment valuation and income recognition -
Investments  are  reported  at  fair  value  (see  Note  4).  Fair  value  is  the  price  that  would  be

received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market
participants.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Interest income is
recorded on the accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net appreciation
(depreciation) includes the Plan’s gains and losses on investments bought and sold as well as
held during the year.

(2) DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN:
The following description of the City of Wilton Manors Volunteer Firefighters Retirement

System  (“Plan”)  provides  only  general  information.  Participants  should  refer  to  the  City’s
ordinance for more complete information.
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(2) DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN (CONTINUED):
. General –

The City of Wilton Manors, Florida Pension Plan Volunteer Firefighters Retirement System (the
"The  City  of  Wilton  Manors  Volunteer  Firefighters  Retirement  System  (the  “System”)  is  a  single-
employer defined benefit plan established by the City of Wilton Manors, Florida (the “City”) pursuant
to the provisions and requirements of Chapter 21 of the City of Wilton Manors Code of Ordinances.
Since the Plan is sponsored by the City, the Plan is included as a pension trust fund in the City’s
comprehensive annual financial report as part of the City’s financial reporting entity.

The following brief description of the Plan is provided for general information purposes only.
Participants should refer to the plan agreement for more detailed and comprehensive information.

. Participants –

Participants include all active members of the Wilton Manors Volunteer Fire Department.

Plan membership. At September 30, 2014, pension plan membership consisted of the
following:

. Funding -

City and State Contributions:
Members are not required to contribute to the Plan and benefits are not compensation related.

Pursuant to Florida Statutes, Chapter 175, contributions from the State of Florida Department of
Insurance (“contributing entity”) consist of an excise tax imposed by the City upon certain casualty
insurance companies on the gross amount of receipts of premiums from policy holders on all
premiums collected on casualty insurance policies covering property within the City. See Note 6 – Due
from Contributing Entity.
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(2) DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN (CONTINUED):
. Benefits -

Normal Retirement:
The normal retirement date for a member shall be the first day of the month coinciding with or

next following the attainment of the earlier of the member’s fifty-fifth (55th) birthday, or the member’s
fiftieth (50th) birthday and completion of 20 years of continuous service as an active member of the
Wilton  Manors  Volunteer  Fire  Department.  A member  will  be  100% vested  at  the  attainment  of  his
normal retirement date regardless of any other provisions of the Plan. Members will receive a monthly
pension benefit equal to $56 ($50 prior to November 14, 2006) multiplied by the years of creditable
service.

. Rate of return -

For the year ended September 30, 2014, the annual money-weighted rate of return on pension plan
investments, net of pension plan investment expense, was 11.96%. The money-weighted rate of return
expresses investment performance, net of investment expense, adjusted for the changing amounts
actually invested.

(3) NET PENSION LIABILITY OF THE FUND

The total pension liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of October 1, 2013, using

the following most significant actuarial assumptions, 8.0% for the investment rate of return, increases
and 3.5% for inflation.

The mortality table used for this valuation was the RP2000 Combined Healthy Participant
Mortality Table Projected to 2005 for males and females (sex distinct tables), set forward five years
for impaired mortality.
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(3) NET PENSION LIABILITY OF THE FUND (CONTINUED):
The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using a

building-block method in which best-estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected
returns, net of pension plan investment expense and inflation) are developed for each major asset class.
These ranges are combined to produce the long-term expected rate of return by weighting the expected
future real rates of return by the target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation.
Best estimates of arithmetic real rates of return for each major asset class included in the pension
plan’s  target  asset  allocation  as  of  September  30,  2014  (see  the  discussion  of  the  pension  plan’s
investment policy) are summarized in the following table:

International Equity 8.75%
US Intermediate Bond 4.25%

Inflation 3.0%

 A single discount rate of 8.00% was used to measure the total pension liability. This single
discount rate was based on the expected rate of return on pension plan investments of 8.00%. The
projection of cash flows used to determine this single discount rate assumed that plan member
contributions will be made at the current contribution rate and that employer contributions will be
made at rates equal to the difference between the total actuarially determined contribution rates and the
member rate. Based on these assumptions, the pension plan’s fiduciary net position was projected to be
available to make all projected future benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the long-
term expected rate of return on pension plan investments (8.00%) was applied to all periods of
projected benefit payments to determine the total pension liability.

Regarding the sensitivity of the net pension liability to changes in the single discount rate, the
following presents the plan’s net pension liability, calculated using a single discount rate of 8.00%, as
well as what the plan’s net pension liability would be if it were calculated using a single discount rate
that is 1- percentage-point lower or 1-percentage-point higher:

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(4) INVESTMENTS:

The Plan’s policy in regard to the allocation of invested assets is established and may be amended by
the  Board.  Plan  assets  are  managed  on  a  total  return  basis  with  a  long-term  objective  of  achieving  and
maintaining a fully funded status for the benefits provided through the pension plan.  The investment
policy statement was last amended on June 2008.  The following was the Board’s adopted asset allocation
policy as of September 30, 2014:

During the year ended September 30, 2014 the Plan’s investments (including gains and
losses on investments bought and sold, as well as held during the year) appreciated in value by

The  Board  of  Trustees  determines  the  Plan’s  investment  policy.  The  policy  has  been
designed  by  the  Board  to  maximize  the  Plan’s  asset  value,  while  assuming  a  risk  that  is
consistent with the Board’s risk tolerance. As is prudent, the Board has adopted a policy to
diversify investment risk among several institutionally acceptable asset classes including equity
securities, bonds and other corporate obligations.
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(4) INVESTMENTS (CONTINUED):
Investment in all equity securities is limited to those listed on a major US stock exchange

and limited  to  no  more  than  60% of  the  Plan’s  total  asset  value  with  no  more  than  5% of  an
investment manager’s equity portfolio invested in the shares of a single corporate issuer.
Investment in stocks of foreign companies is limited to 20% of the value of the equity portfolio.
The fixed income portfolio shall be comprised of securities rated “A” or higher by Moody’s or
Standard and Poor’s rating services with no more than 5% of an investment manager’s total
fixed income portfolio invested in the securities of any single corporate issuer except for US
Treasury and agency obligations.

The term “interest rate risk” refers to the portfolio’s exposure to fair value losses arising
from increasing interest rates. Interest rate risk disclosures are required for all debt investments,
as well as investments in mutual funds, external investment pools and other pooled investments
that do not meet the definition of a 2a7-like pool.

The term “credit risk” is the risk that an issuer of an investment will not fulfill its obligation
to the holder of the investment. The Plan’s investment policy utilizes portfolio diversification in
order  to  control  this  risk.   Included  in  the  AAA  rating  below  are  non  rated  Government
holdings.

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(4) INVESTMENTS (CONTINUED):
 “Concentration of credit risk” is the risk inherent in concentrating too high a portion of the

portfolio in the securities of any one issuer or type of investments. The Plan limits such investments as
described earlier in this footnote. There were no individual investments that represent 5% or more of
fiduciary net position at September 30, 2014.

“Foreign currency risk” is the risk that fluctuations in currency exchange rate may affect
transactions conducted in currencies other than US Dollars as well as the carrying value of foreign
investments. The Plan’s exposure to foreign currency risk derives mainly from its investments in
international equity funds and American Depository Receipts.

American Depository Receipts (ADRs) are non-U.S. equity that are issued in U.S. dollars and
have no foreign currency risk, and therefore are not included above. The total foreign investments in
ADR’s are $142,792. Additionally, the total amount of international funds that the Plan invests in total
to $29,118. The investment policy limits the foreign investments to no more than 20% of the Plan’s
investment balance. As of year-end, the foreign investments were 12% of total investments.

(5) RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES:
The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various

risks  such  as  interest  rate,  market  and  credit  risks.  Due  to  the  level  of  risk  associated  with  certain
investment securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment
securities will occur in the near term and that such changes could materially affect the amounts
reported in the statement of fiduciary net position available for benefits.

Plan contributions are made and the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits are
reported based on certain assumptions pertaining to interest rates, inflation rates and employee
demographics, all of which are subject to change. Due to uncertainties inherent in the estimations and
assumptions process, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in these estimates and assumptions
in the near term would be material to the financial statements.

(6) SUBSEQUENT EVENTS:

The Plan has evaluated subsequent events through March 2, 2015, the date the financial
statements were available to be issued.
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(7) MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT:
The Plan has an agreement with the City of Wilton Manors Pension Plan for General Employees

and Police (“Fund”) to keep custody of and manage the assets of the Plan. The Fund is providing this
service as an accommodation and does not incur any fiduciary obligation to the Plan separate and apart
from the fiduciary responsibility of the professional custodian and money managers to the Fund.

The Fund assets included $1,397,132 and $1,187,847 for the years ended September 30, 2014 and
2013 respectively.

(8) RESERVE FOR FUTURE BENEFITS:
Pursuant to Florida Statute 175, State premium tax monies received in amounts greater than

$85,547 may not be allocated to participants’ accounts until such time as the City of Wilton Manors
Pension Plan Volunteer Firefighters Retirement System amends its benefit schedule to pay benefits
additional to those currently offered. At September 30, 2014 and 2013, the cumulative additional
premium tax revenues held for future minimum benefit improvements was $410,206 and $333,354
respectively. These amounts are reflected as part of the Net Assets Restricted For Pensions.

course of performing their assigned functions. We noted no matter involving the internal
control over financial reporting and its operation that we consider to be material weakness.
